Taken from committees' reports at the most recent Board meeting, This is YOUR CLUB 
AT WORK! 
 
At their May 12 meeting, Community Concerns and Environment approved donations 
of  $950 to NACL for the purchase of one of the LEO computer devices from funds 
raised at the Great Groan-up Spelling Bee and $600 for the 2009 Teens Write for Fun 
Contest.  In addition Committee's recommendations that a RCNS make contributions up 
to $1000 for the 2009 Norfolk County Fair “Young Speakers for Agriculture competition, 
subject to recognition being given to RCNS similar to last year and up to $2000 towards 
the Glibertson Community Garden Project in Simcoe for a storage building and rest 
benches will be bought forward for consideration by club members.  The $2500

Alaskan Rotary Club in a "Food Fight"  

 Norfolk Sunrise and Simcoe Rotarians are not alone in fighting hunger locally.  The 
following is from Rotary News (full story is attached):  
Every second Saturday of the month, members of the Rotary Club of Anchorage East, 
Alaska, USA, distribute food to families in low-income neighborhoods through a mobile 
food pantry, addressing the area's increasing need for assistance. In 2006, the club 
raised $50,000 to purchase and refurbish an old beer truck for the Food Bank of Alaska. 
Rotarians have since maintained a strong connection to the project by volunteering 
once a month to distribute food and funding the maintenance of the vehicle. The truck 
made a "magical" transformation from hops to hope, says David Kester, who chairs the 
effort. "This project fills a basic but important need in the community," he says. "By 
helping put food on the table, we are hitting people where it counts. We're making a 
lasting impact one family at a time." 
 
"I think Rotarians here are catching a glimpse of the difference we truly can make in 
people's lives," says Morgan. "The success of the mobile pantry gives me faith that 
Rotary can fight hunger worldwide."
