As for my life in Estonia I have worked out the problems that came my way and am rolling
right along. The housing situation has been solved. When 1 arrived I had expected to live in Tallinn, 1 understood that they
had a summer flat in Parnu (in southern Estonia) and that the first two weeks would be there. After being in Parnu for the
beginning of summer the family had decided that the mother and two little girls would stay in Parnu all year and Tonu, my
host father, would work in Tallinn during the week and on weekends come home. I had really been looking forward to living in
the City and going to the humanitarian school. 1 asked if there was anything that could be done so that 1 could stay in Tallinn.
The family and I had a talk and agreed that 1 would stay in Parnu for the first half of the year and then go to Tallinn in
January.

So now I am in Parnu until otherwise told. 1 have my own apartment because the family did not have a room for me but 1 stay
over there with them for a lot of my time. I have started school and Estonian lessons. The language is difficult and has lots
of rules and exceptions but everyone is willing to help me. 1 have to keep telling them to talk in Estonian because they all
want to improve their English! I have a cell phone and have given the number to Lucine if you need to contact me or e-mail is
available to me in school and inTallinn at the home.

I am having a good time, | was a little stressed at the beginning with the change of homes and school but have settled down
and starting to get into the swing of things. I have done many things including numerous concerts from Botticeli to Robert
Plant to an Estonian jazz singer. 1 have been to Yugoslavia, Croatia and Bulgaria which was amazing and a major learning ex-
perience. 1 have met the entire family and there are a lot of them! Now I am relaxing and awaiting my next adventure. On
October 11th my district(1420)is going to have a Helsinki day, 1 will be going over on the 10th and staying with the other two
girls in Estonia.

§ \oO7 g YA fair in 2002. She is currently working
16 hours a day. She spent last year getting up to speed. Eve-
rythlng is built on the Culver family effort and enthusiasm. The President of the Fair says they have a new
deal. The environment is ripe for a change. Last year 110,000 people came to the fair.
This year the fair has been busy building partnerships. The first one that Karen mentioned is with the BIA,
who is taking a booth and providing a coupon book (with savings from the Downtown area) for those that
are participating in the Passport to Agriculture. Annex Publishing is printing the Passport to Agriculture. The
idea is to find all of the different exhibits and get it stamped at each location. People that participate be-
tween Wednesday and Monday may get a coupon book. The Simcoe Town Centre is setting up a kiosk
again this year to sell advance passes for the rides. They are advertising this on 106.7 radio station.
Clark Hoskins who is the Manager of Tourism and Economic Development is providing the County’s Tour-
ism Line; an 800 line for advance passes as well. The fair has set up a Website. They are also advertising
the little gems that are happening that people may not be aware of, i.e. three generations of sheep shear-
ing. There will be advertisements in the Simcoe Reformer, London Free Press, Hamilton Spectator, and
Kitchener Waterloo Record and 375,000 brochures have be printed and distributed. You will hear ads on
the radio station. The Ontario Government has helped with this initiative by giving the fair $10,000.00. Part

Karen may be back to ask for donations for the “Flush
Fund”. On November 21, 2003 the fair will be having a cocktail party to show the community what the
Aud can look like to generate interest in using it for events. It will be decorated for the Fall Fest that will be
happening the next night..

Karen has asked for our help during the fair. She needs recruits to sell 50/50 tickets in the grand stand and
the information center. You get a free ticket and she buys you dinner. | hope you like hot dogs or maybe
you will get $5 in Fair Bucks to spend instead. Karen thanked us for supporting the Agricultural Awareness
Program for the grade fours, and hopes that we continue to support it this year.
