Commun i ty  Concerns  
The Norfolk Sunrise Community Concerns and 
Environment Committee  focuses on local issues 
and concerns.   It has undertaken or supported a 
wide range of local initiatives over the years in-
cluding NGH Foundation, Norfolk County Fair, 
Youth Services of Norfolk, Lynn Valley Trail 
Bridge, North School Youth Center Room, the 
Norfolk War Memorial Carillon, Norfolk Sunrise 

Soccer Field,  literacy 
programs, community 
clean up initiatives, 
and Hockey Day in 
Norfolk.  The Norfolk 
Sunrise Trail linking 
the Lynn Valley Trail to 
the Waterford Trail is a 
major project currently 
underway.  A recent 
“Food Fight” with the 
Rotary Club of Simcoe 

netted almost 2,800 kg of food and over $3,400 for 
local food banks. 

You th  and  Exchange 
Norfolk Sunrise is very active in working with youth 
and international exchanges.  Each year we host at 
least one student from an-
other country and sponsor 
a Norfolk student both on 
a 12 month international 
youth exchanges  build-
ing understanding and 
lasting friendships. 
Working with the Ro-
tary Club of  Welshpool 
in Wales, we operate an 
annual student exchange that has seen more than 
100 high school students from Norfolk and Wales  
travel across the Atlantic to experience each 

other’s culture.  Many youth from Norfolk 
have benefited  through their participation in 
Rotary Youth Leadership programs.  An 
“Early Act” club at the Elgin Street Public 
School provides its members with opportuni-
ties for local and international community 
service.
